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Barbeque Safety

One of the great things about summer is getting together with friends and throwing a few steaks on the
barbeque. Here are some safety tips to make sure that you finish your shift as grill chef with your eyebrows
and your stomach intact! Between 1998 and 2002 there were 141 barbeque-related fires in Alberta, which
caused six injuries and $23,647 in property damages. Propane was the fuel source used in 95 per cent of
these incidents. Wear-failure and breaks or leaks were the most common causes of these fires.*

* Purchase only barbeques that bear the CSA, ITS or ULC label.

* Cleaning, maintenance and regular safety inspections should be part of your summer barbecuing routine.
Don't cook indoors with a barbeque (garages, sheds, etc.). Use barbeques in a ventilated outdoor area.

* Trim tree limbs near the barbeque area to prevent the spread of fire from flare-ups of fuel or grease.

» Keep food cool at or below 4°C (40°F). It's best to keep perishable food in the fridge or cooler until you are
ready to cook it or eat it. Bacteria can grow and "spoil" food left in the temperature danger zone (4° to 60°C/40°
to 140°F) for more than two hours. On a hot summer day, consider decreasing to one hour or less.

» Before marinating meat, set some marinade aside in the fridge so you can use it later to baste meat or as

a dipping sauce. Do not use leftover marinade from the raw food on the cooked food.

* Refrigerate as soon as possible! If food is held in the danger zone (4°C to 60°C / 40° to 140°F) for two hours

or longer, don't keep it as leftovers.You can't tell if food is safe by looking, smelling or tasting it. Remember, when
in doubt, throw it out! On hot summer days, don't hold food at room temperature for more than one hour.
